by a local farmer at 2pm 

on the day of which the 

theft had been noticed.  

The local farmer said 

“It was a terrible and 

scary experience to find 

the body.” 

 

 

 

Outrageous Murderer 

in Cornwall, 

England 

13 People Massacred 

Shot 
During sunrise on Monday 

thirteen residents of 

Portsmouth in Cornwall, 

England got woken up by 

gun shots outside their 

doors.  Richard John 

Adam was behind the gun 

going mad. Over the last 

few years Adam had been 

displaying out of 

control behavior and 

roaring at several 

residents.  This time he 

went completely out of  

control and got his gun 

out 

 

shooting at the 

residents of Cornwall.    

The local constabulary 

were called and arrived 

after a good thirty 

minutes of shooting 

madly and they were 

marching around 

searching for Adam.  The 

shooting went on for 

another three hours.  He 

was aiming for every1 

but had shot thirteen 

people by then and then 

Senior John Brigop shot 

at him with success.
