On the 12 of February the SS Penguin
took of from Picton to complete its usu-
ally ferry service to Wellington . The
conditions for sail were good and no bad
weather was expected, but as the steamer
reached cook strait around 8:00 pm the
weather worsened , there was a strong
wind and visibility was poor. by 10:00
pm the captain had not seen Pencarrow
light at the opening to wellington harbor
and decided to turn around and go back
out to see until the weather cleared. The
steamer was closer to the shore than ex-
pected and as turning around they hit
rocks which tore a large hole in the
steamers hull, the penguin was pulled
clear of the rocks by the tides and water
started to pour into the hole. The crew
began to fill lifeboats with women and
children but these were swamped by
waves and most on board drowned, they
hen began filling wooded boats which
had more success and after a few hours of
floating the survivors made there way to
shore. The cold water on the boilers
caused a huge explosion tearing the ship
in two and sending wreckage to the bot-
tom of the sea. Bodies and wreckage was
found all along the coast. In total there
were 75 fatalities.
