Handy Hints  

 If you only have one egg and your recipe calls 
for two just add one tablespoon of vinegar to 
your egg and it works just as well.  

 Peel potatoes after onions and the onion smell 
will disappear from your hands and from the 
knife.  

 If you can't stand the smell of cabbage cooking 
just add one teaspoon lemon juice to the water 
and it helps diminish the smell.  

 Add a little baking powder to your mashed 
potatoes and they will become light and fluffy.  

 Add one teaspoon of orange juice to your cake 
mixture- it helps the cake to rise and gives it a 
lighter texture.  

 Stop milk boiling over by firstly rinsing your 
pan in cold water and then place a pie funnel in 
the middle of the pan.  

 Spaghetti and rice will not boil over or stick 
together if you add a little bit of margarine or a 
drop of cooking oil to water before cooking..  

 If you place a few grains of rice in your salt 
cellar, your salt will never be damp.  

 You can use rice to remove that green horrible 
mould from the base of your vase by popping 
some uncooked rice into the vase and adding 
hot soapy water. Shake well and rinse.  

 Clean up burned saucepans by filling them with 
water, adding a sliced onion and two 
tablespoons of salt. Soak overnight and the pot 
should be much easier to clean.  

 Don't throw out cold tea. Cut flowers last 
longer when arranged in it. Adding a little 
household bleach to your flower water 
stops that horrible stagnant smell. The 
bleach will not harm the flowers.  

 Don't throw out your eggshells, they make a 
good plant fertilizer. Half-fill a jam jar with 
eggshells, fill with water, place on windowsill 
and leave for about four weeks.  

 An old water bottle stuffed with old pantyhose 
makes a good cushion for tired knees while 
gardening.  

 Save your old pieces of soap, pop them in a glass 
bowl, add a tiny drop of water. Half-fill a

First Successful Wireless  
First Successful Wireless  
Maritime Distress Call . 
 
CQD is the distress call                adopted 
worldwide in 1904. Despite much 
speculation it has proved successful, 
when two days past a CQD distress call 
saved the lives of thousands. 
   Today we hear first-hand the re-
telling of the terrible accident and 
amazing rescue from the man who was 
behind it all. 
   The Republic, captained by Inman 
Sealby departed New York at 5:00 pm 
on its journey to Liverpool carrying 
some 1600 passengers. Jack Binns is the 
wireless operator. After the duration of 
a thick fog, Binns falls asleep at the days 
end. The crashing of the ship occurred 
around 4:00 am. A small Italian 
immigrant ship named the Florida 
containing roughly 2000 refugees from 
an earthquake in Messina, Italy bound 
for America hit in the engine room 
compartment. Binns tells us that after

   The Republics distress call reached 
the Siaconsett station approximately 60 
miles away on Nantucket Island. J. Irwin 
is on watch at Siaconsett. Irwin 
instantly sends out a general distress 
call. A steamship of the White Star line, 
Baltic responds first.  
Captain Sealby of the Republic loses 
control of the drifting vessel. As a 
consequence passengers aboard the 
Republic are transferred to the Florida, 
who does not boast extensive injuries, 
with functioning   

engines and is, on the whole, 
controllable. 
    engines and is, on the whole, 
controllable 
When noon arrives Baltic is within 10 
miles of the Republic. From 12 pm -
6pm the Baltic and Republic detonated 
bombs and fired sky rockets to align 
the two ships. Meanwhile the battered 
Republic sinks gradually, about 1 foot 
per hour. 
   Down to the very last few bombs, the 
wireless operators agreed on a time 
for the very last Baltic bomb to 
detonate, and listened to what might 
be their only hope. Because of constant 
ear straining for faint code signals the 
sense of hearing in wireless operators 
is exceptionally acute than others. 
Binns hears a barely audible sound, 
and slowly the Baltic comes forward in 
order to avoid colliding with the   two 
ships.

the Florida and passengers began to be 
reassigned.

transferring 4,000 passengers through 
a dangerous long rolling swell.

   Florida and Baltic continued on to 
their destinations successfully. But 
conclusively the Republic sank. Efforts 
were monumental, with two ships 
making an attempt to tow Republic to 
the shallower shores of Nantucket but 
nevertheless Republic sinks in the 
afternoon.  
   All in all the lives of seven persons 
were lost. However dismal this 
tragedy, it will mark a historic date  

in the future as the very first wireless 
maritime rescue.

Old Age Pensions Act Is Passed. 
 
T he Old Age Pensions Act was passed 
1st of January. Persons will get a pay of 
5s a week and 7s 6d for married 
couples. To be eligible for the benefit 
you must be of seventy years of age 
and you must have an income less 
than £31.50 a year. You shall also have 
to pass a character test. Those 
excluded are persons in poor relief, 
persons convicted of drunkenness, 
persons sentenced to prison for more 
than 10 years. You must apply to the 
court if you are eligible for this.
