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Murder of a Child.

On the night of Monday the
24 of February on Highgate
Dunedin, Timothy Watson
aged 12 was found dead in
his bedroom by his older
sister; Elizabeth aged 14
while their parents Mr. and
Mrs. Paul Watson were out
at a social dance.

Elizabeth had been looking
after her brother while
reading a book to him. He
didn’t want to listen to
her reading anymore as he
had told her he found the
book boring. She continued
to read to herself and
Timothy had gone to play a
board game in his bedroom.
She remembered looking at
the clock in the living
room and it said that it
was a quarter to eight in
the evening. She thinks
that she fell asleep about
five minutes after looking
at the clock.

When Miss Watson re-awoke,
the clock said half past
nine at night. Master
Timothy was meant to be in
bed asleep over half an
hour before. She listened
to hear if there was any
movement from her younger
brother’s bedroom but it
was quiet. She went to see
if he had fallen asleep
already. Miss Elizabeth
found him on the blood
stained floor dead. Timothy
had duct-tape over his
mouth and four stab wounds
to his chest. There was a
knife covered in blood a
couple of metres away from
him. His arms and legs had
been tied up with barbed
wire and he had terrible
wounds to his face.

Miss Elizabeth knew that it
was murder and not suicide
as he had no intentions of
killing himself as he was
very popular at school and
had gotten into the school
Cricket team.

She said that she ran to
the telephone in the living
room where she had been
reading and called the hall
where her mother and father
were at a social dance.
Once she had finished
calling her parents, she
called the local police and
then went to her neighbours
to wait until the police
and her parents arrived,
just incase the killer came
back.

When she was next door, the
wife mentioned that she saw
a young looking boy walk
through their back door but
she thought that it was
just Timothy coming home
from a walk around eight
thirty. Elizabeth realized
that she had been asleep at
that time. She had slept
through the attack and not
heard a sound. The woman
said that she then saw him
running from the back of
the house and over the back
fence. She knew that that
hadn’t been Timothy as he
wouldn’t be back allowed
out since it was night fall
and that he wouldn’t just
come and go within about
twenty minutes. She didn’t
see the boys face but he
was around the same height
as Timothy but had black
hair and was wearing what
she seems to think was a
big black jacket. The
police have questioned the
other neighbours from the
nearby area and one
gentleman mentioned that he
saw a young boy about the
age of twelve or thirteen
running to a horse tied up
to a tree on the corner of

Highgate and Garfield
Avenue. If anyone has any
more information on this
terrible incident they are
expected to tell their
local police to help find
the killer of this horrible
attack.
