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SS PENGUIN HITS ROCKS

On the night of February 12" 1909 the SS Penguin
struck rocks off Cape Terawhiti as it turned
around to head back out to sea. There were 102
civilians on board and of that number, seventy-
five lives were lost as the ship went down.

The Penguin left Picton on February 12"'. It was a
clear night; the sea was calm, thus making good
conditions for sailing in.

The ship reached Cook Strait at about 8pm, just as
the weather was beginning to worsen. About halfway
across Cook Strait, a strong southerly wind blew
up and It was especially difficult to see what was
ahead due to all the mist and sea spray.

However, the Penguin was too close to land and as
it turned, It hit rocks off Cape Terawhiti which
naogqhpa’ ej ] dkha pknj ej pda

hole quickly filled with water as the seas pulled
the ship off the rocks.

As the pumps could not keep the Penguin afloat,
lifeboats were launched but the two that were
successful sank on the stormy seas and most on
board them drowned.

Wooden rafts were also used and several survivors
reached the shore safely. As the ship sank, water
filled the engine room and the cold water on the
hot boilers created an immense explosion that tore
the vessel apart and pressed it down onto the sea
floor.

In the whole ordeal, the only survivors of the
wreck were nine and twenty males and but one
female.
