Tragic S Penguin
shipwreck

On the 12 of February 1909 the SS Penguin
left Picton. There were 102 people on board.

When the Penguin left Picton on its nhormal
route, it was a clear night, seemingly good
conditions for sailing. As the ship reached
Cook Strait at about 8pm the weather began
to get worse. The captain couldn’t see very
well so he ordered the ship to be turned back
to sea. But the ship was too close to land and
it smashed into the rocks.

As the water was pouring in, the crew started
loading lifeboats with women and children.
But only two lifeboats were launched. They
immediately sank after being launched and
everyone inside drowned.

Around 8pm a southerly wind started
blowing and the visibility was poor. As the
captain was trying to turn around near Cape
Terawhiti, the ship struck the rocks, which
ripped a hole.

As the ship sank, the seawater crept into the
engine room. The cold water on the hot
boilers resulted in a huge explosion. The
explosion tore the ship apart and sent the
wreckage to the bottom of the sea.

Seventy five people died in this shipwreck and
only thirty survived.
