On the evening of 12 
February the passenger 
steamer Penguin left Picton 
for Wellington when it 
tragically hit rocks, causing 
72 lives to be lost. The 
Penguin left Picton in fine 
weather with 120 passengers 
on board. The Penguin was 
small and old and Captain 
Francis Naylor was well 
acquainted with the route.   
As the Penguin  

entered open waters of 
Cook Strait  the 
weather had closed in 
and it was dark. Captain 
Naylor was unable to 
see Pencarrow Light so 
he then set a course to 
take him clear of 
danger. Later on he 
then took another 
course change to see the 
storm out until daylight 
but the ship heavily 
struck rocks  

causing a hole in the 
hull of the ship. The 
sound was recalled to 
have been like „the 
rending of a gigantic 
piece of calico,‟ said one 
of the ships crew. The 
ship took on a large 
amount of water and 
began to sink in the 
heavy sea. The lifeboats 
were filled with women 
and children but this 
turned out  

disastrous as the boats were 
capsized in the rough sea.  
Only one of the women, Ada 
Hannam, survived. She has 
been declared a heroine for 
assisting in the rescue of a 
young teenager, Ellis 
Matthew‟s. Only 30 of the 
102 passengers survived in 
what may be New Zealand‟s 
worst maritime disaster.

“Mr. Wilding just won the 

Australian Open men‟s 

singles!” This was told to 

me by a friend of mine over 

the telephone from the land 

Down Under last Friday.   

Tennis is not my forte, but 

feeling that I‟d heard the 

name before, I showed some 

interest. This was more 

than enough encouragement 

for my friend, who then 

gave me a detailed 

description of the game‟s 

proceedings, while seeming 

to make references to every 

tennis match he had ever 

watched.  

According to my 

knowledgeable friend, “It 

was a very intense game – 

Wilding‟s serves were 

amazing. And his 

groundstrokes… 

[Anthony] is a master at 

groundstrokes. Of course he 

won the final over that 

Australian Ernie Parker.” 

It turns out that the reason 

I had heard of this 

particular tennis player 

before is that he is quite a 

formidable figure in the 

sport, at least in this half of 

the world. A few months 

back, he and Australian 

Norman Brooks defended 

the Davis Cup successfully 

as the Australasian team, 

achieving victory over the 

United States 5-0.   

He is also only one of a few 

New Zealanders who have 

won the Australian Open 

twice by such an early age – 

Mr. Wilding is now of age 

25. His previous win was in 

1906 against fellow New 

Zealander Francis Fisher. 

Furthermore, Wilding 

recently qualified as a 

barrister and solicitor at the 

Supreme Court of New 

Zealand. However, Wilding 

is now concentrating on his 

tennis for the time being. 

Wilding‟s game is 

improving at every grand 

slam and they are each 

game is becoming more 

consistent. We will 

definitely be seeing more of 

Anthony Wilding in future 

grand slams.
