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S.S Penguin 

Sinks Off Cape 

Terawhita 
Late last night, while nearing the end of its voyage from 

Nelson to Wellington, the S.S Penguin struck rocks off Cape 

Terawhita and began taking on water. The voyage began 

smoothly but rough conditions meant Captain Frances Naylor 

was unable to sight the Pencarrow light. One Hundred and 

Two passengers were on board with seventy-five loss of life. 

The voyage from Nelson began well with the passengers in 

high spirits after the sighting of Pelorus Jack, the dolphin, who 

accompanied the steamer for a few miles. Later, rough 

conditions prevented the Captain from sighting the Pencarrow 

light and any other land marks. Because of this the Captain 

called for the ship to be turned back to sea until the weather 

cleared. However, the S.S Penguin was closer to land than 

realised and, as it turned, it hit rocks off  

the cape of Terawhita. The raging seas dragged it along the 

rocks ripping a hole in the hull. The steamer began taking on 

water and women and children were loaded onto lifeboats but 

they did not fare well in the rough conditions. Two life boats 

were launched successfully but wooden rafts fared better with 

some survivors able to drift ashore. Group survivors made 

their way to McMenamin‟s Sheep Station to raise the alarm. 

All but thirteen bodies were recovered. 

There is to be a large amount of funeral processions to take 

place through the city of Kelburn and up to Karori Cemetery 

in Wellington. A list of the deceased can be found on page 

four.

Mr. Moore-Brabazon has 

now been issued with an 

Aviator‟s Certificate. 15 

days later on the 

nineteenth was the 

opening of the world‟s 

first aerodrome. Port-

Aviation was opened on 

this day 12 miles outside 

of Paris, France. 

On December the twenty- 

forth, the French 

president inaugurated the 

second half of   the 

Annual Automobile 

Salon. 

On the closing day of 1908, 

December thirty-first, forty-one 

year old, Mr. Wilbur Wright 

made a flight of over the two 

hour mark. His flight took two 

hours and twenty minutes and 

he covered seventy-seven miles. 

Mr. W. Wright was awarded 

the Michelin Cup for 1908. 

Wright says he was inspired to 

fly by German glider Mr. Otto 

Lilienthal.
