they are cheap. One rooster and 

one hen if purchased fro m a 

fine first class breeder will 

produce you plenty of stock. 

You will have fine satisfaction 

too with more eggs and more 

roosters and hens to produce 

more. There often is the person 

that buys some first class 

stock, stick the birds in a 

small yard, feed them wheat all 

the time and yet wonder why on 

earth they fail to do well. So 

watch what you buy and want 

from your stock. First make a 

good thorough study of the 

male bird. As wherever the 

male is weak the female must 

be strong. So if male bird  is a 

buff b ird strong in colour but 

lacking in characteristics then 

by no means mate him with a 

female bird with these 

similarities. Get range and 

difference for higher quality 

chicks.
